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MEMOIRAII\JDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
ON AIR SERVICES

BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF INDIA
AND

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF SINGAPORE

| The delegations representing the Government of the Republic of India
and the Government of the Republic of Singapore (hereinafter referred to as
“India” and “Singapore”, or the “Contracting Parties” collectively) met in New
Delhi, India on & and 9 January 2007 for air services consultations pursuant to
Article XV of the Air Services Agreement between the Contracting Parties
dated 23 January 1968 (hereinafter referred to as “the Agreement”).

2.  The consultations were held in a friendly and cordial atmosphere. The
delegation list is attached as Appendix A.

3. The Contracting Parties have agreed as follows:
A. 3"/4"™ FREEDOM RIGHTS
4.  In addition to the existing capacity entitlements, the designated airlines

of India and Singapore shall be entitled to operate the following additional
B747 units to the following points in India with effect from the start of the
following IATA operating time periods:

B. 5" FREEDOM RIGHTS

5.  The Confracting Parties agree that paragraphs 6 and 7 of the
Memorandum of Understanding signed in New Delhi, India on 24 August 2005
shall be substituted by the following;:

the designated airlines of Singapore shall be entitled to operate 9
B747 units to points beyond India as transit services with beyond
5™ freedom traffic rights in accordance with the new Route
Schedule (Schedule I) which is attached at Appendix B, without
any restriction on the capacity that may be deployed to any one
point; and

the designated airlines of India shall be entitled to operate 21
B747 units to points beyond Singapore as fransit services with
beyond 5% freedom traffic rights in accordance with the new
Route Schedule (Schedule IT) which is attached at Appendix B,
without any restriction on the capacity that may be deployed to
any one point.

6.  The Contracting Parties agree that with regard to the designated airlines
of India and Singapore, there shall be no restrictions on the exercise of
intermediate 5™ freedom traffic rights in accordance with the new Route

Schedule.
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
